JASS, Hondurans for Democracy, CODEPINK, Women of Color United, and others are organizing a rally that will 
take place in the District of Columbia (D.C.) at the White House (Lafayett e Square) this Wednesday at 10am.

DEMANDS OF HONDURAN FEMINISTS 
IN RESISTANCE 

Sisters and all our allies: 

We, the Women in Resistance from Honduras, seek to communicate to all the countries of the world our 
oppositi on to the coup against the state of Honduras that occurred the 28th of June.  We demand the 
immediate return of the rule of law, consti tuti onal order, respect for human rights, fulfi llment of the mandate 
of the United Nati ons, the Organizati on of American States, and all those multi lateral and bilateral insti tuti ons 
and governments of the internati onal community.  We demand: 

• A clear condemnati on by the US Government of the military-politi cal coup against the State of Honduras, 
which was supported fi nancially by Honduran business leaders and the extreme right from both Lati n 
American and the USA, promoted by nati onal media corporati ons, protected by the nati onal Ombudsman 
of Honduras and blessed by the Evangelical and Catholic Church Hierarchy of the country; 

• The unconditi onal support for the return of consti tuti onal order in Honduras, which implies the return of 
President Manuel Zelaya Rosales to Honduras; 

• The cessati on of repression against organizati ons protesti ng the coup, which is being carried out by 
politi cal and military forces that are advised by reti red military offi  cials responsible for the disappearances 
of people during decade of the 80’s in Honduras.

• We demand respect for the human rights of all citi zens, the suspension of the curfew and the full 
resti tuti on of individual protecti ons; 

• The cessati on of all threats of war, promoted by the de facto regime, which are creati ng a climate of terror 
among the Honduran populati on;

• The presence of internati onal human rights observers in the country, to gather testi monies and verify 
human rights violati ons during the de facto regime and to monitor the process of return to the rule of law; 

• The suspension of all technical or fi nancial bilateral or multi lateral aid being currently provided to the 
de facto regime, including all commercial trade, credit, donati ons and other fi nancial resources and the 
suspension of all military assistance; 

• The condemnati on of the appointment of Ms. María Martha Díaz Velásquez, named by the de facto 
regime as Minister of the Nati onal Insti tute of Women (INAM), as well as Ms. María Antonieta Bustamante, 
representati ve of Honduras before the Inter-American Commission of Women, who met the Feminists in 
Resistance with riot police when we demanded that they vacate the building of the INAM, which is OUR 
INSTITUTE.  

• We demand the immediate removal of all those involved in the de facto regime from the public offi  ces 
they have taken and the applicati on of sancti ons against the coup leaders.

  
We are calling on all our allies across the Americas to rally in front of the US Embassy or other US government 
insti tuti ons on Wednesday, July 22nd, at 10am to ask the Obama Administrati on to stand fi rm against the coup 
and on the side of democracy and the rule of law.
